UFS operates The Shelter for Battered Women, a 29-bed facility that provides a safe place to stay for women and their children who are in life-threatening situations.  However the existing shelter is not large enough to meet the increasing needs of families seeking sanctuary from violent abusers.  As a result, UFS has launched a $10 million capital campaign to build a new 80-bed domestic violence shelter in Mecklenburg County.

Funds generated by Art With Heart will also support Victim Services programs including a 24-hour domestic violence hotline, counseling and support groups for the abused and family members, domestic violence counseling for incarcerated women, court advocates to guide victims through the legal process, and referrals and transportation for clients to legal and medical appointments.  

“Victim Services are there for people who have asked for our help, need our help, and who want to change their lives for the better,” said Kline.
